LTC David R. Doran Biography

	Lieutenant Colonel David R. Doran joined the Oregon Army National Guard during high school in 1991. After basic training, LTC Doran attended advanced individual training at Fort Rucker, Alabama and trained as a UH-1H Helicopter Mechanic. Upon completion of training, he returned to 463rd Aviation Detachment (CECAT) in Pendleton, Oregon and served as a UH-1H crew chief. 
In 1997, LTC Doran completed OCS with Honors. He commissioned as a Second Lieutenant in Aviation Branch and began IERW at Fort Rucker. In 1999, upon completion of IERW, Officer Basic Course and the CH-47D AQC, LTC Doran returned to Pendleton, Oregon and served as a HQ Platoon Leader, Flight Platoon Leader and then Flight Operations Officer of Detachment 1, E Company 168 Aviation. 
LTC Doran assumed command of Detachment 1, D Company 113 Aviation (Heavy Lift) in August, 2003. In January, 2005 LTC Doran deployed with his detachment of 90 soldiers to Kandahar, Afghanistan. As a CH-47D pilot-in-command, he flew 130 missions, logging 465 combat flight hours in support of Operation Enduring Freedom. The same year, LTC Doran was the Oregon nomination to NGB for the MacArthur Leadership Award. 
Upon return from Afghanistan, in May, 2006, LTC Doran assumed command of Alpha Company 641 Theater Aviation Company. In June, 2006, LTC Doran attended the Fixed-Wing Multi Engine Qualification Course at Ft. Rucker. In January, 2007, LTC Doran attended the C-23 AQC.  In October 2007, under LTC Doran's command, Alpha Company deployed to Balad, Iraq in support of Operation Iraqi Freedom.  As a C-23 pilot-in-command, LTC Doran logged 410 combat flight hours on over 100 airlift missions. Under his command, Alpha Company was awarded the Army Aviation Association of America’s (AAAA) Fixed-Wing Unit of the Year award for 2008.
Upon returning from Iraq, LTC Doran served as the Deputy State Army Aviation Officer for the Oregon Joint Forces Headquarters from May to November 2008. In December, 2008, LTC Doran joined the National Guard’s Title 10 AGR program and took command of the Alaska Regional Flight Center (OSACOM) at Joint Base Elmendorf-Richardson, Alaska, overseeing all OSACOM airlift missions throughout the Alaska region.  LTC Doran is currently stationed at National Guard Bureau in Arlington, Virginia.  He served as the Aviation Division Mobilization and Plans Officer from 2011 to 2012 and as the Chief of Systems Readiness Branch from 2012 to May, 2014.
LTC Doran is a graduate of the College of Naval Command and Staff at the Naval War College in Newport, Rhode Island. He has also completed the Maritime Advanced Warfighting School (MAWS), the Maritime Staff Operators Course, the Defense Strategy Course, Army Intermediate Level Education (ILE)- Common Core, and the Reserve Component National Security Course.  He holds a Doctor of Jurisprudence from Seattle University and a Master of Arts in National Security and Strategic Studies from the Naval War College.  LTC Doran's awards and decorations include two Bronze Stars, four Meritorious Service Medals, four Air Medals, one with "V" for Valor, Joint Service Commendation Medal, two Army Commendation Medals, two Army Achievement Medals, Air Force Achievement Medal, Afghanistan and Iraq Campaign Medals with campaign stars, Combat Action Badge, Master Army Aviator Badge and Army Staff Identification Badge. 
LTC Doran lives in Manassas, Virginia with his wife Shauna and six children: daughter Teaghan is twelve, son Connor is nine, son Colin is six, daughter Tyler is four, daughter Tristin is two and new-born son Colter arrived in March.
