Requests from ARNG Senior Offiials.

Requests from Army Senior Officials. dated 26 May 1996 (Encl 1),

2. Reference (a) requires that the Servics Secretaries, or their designees, review and
‘approve all requests for MilAi travel by DoD senior officials within their service. “DaD
senior officials” are genersi or flag officers and civiian employees of the Senior
Executive Service or equivalent, An “Authorizing Official’ must review and apprave
DoD senior official MiAif fequests to ensure the proper method of air ransportatian 1s
used,

3. Under the guidance provided in reference (c). Cammanders of Major Army
Commands (MACOMs) wil act as Autharizing Officials for OSA requests for serior
officials within ther commands. MACOM Commanders may delegate this authorty in
winling to Major Generals and abave. Four-star Generals may approve ther own travel
Al other MACOM Commanders willforward requests {or their own travel fo fhe Director
of the Ay Stafffor appraval. The purpose of this memorandum is to apply the above
references and the principles reflected therein ta National Guard sevor offcials
requesting O34 travel on miltary arpianes (MilAr).
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4. Miale Travelin Fedarai Staws. When Amy National Guard general afficers request

Milir tavel in Federal status (.e.. Tite 10), for example when traveling to a foreign
country, e travel authorization in such stalus is subject ta the above feferences and
must be authonized by an appropriate general oficer serving n a Federal status.
Accordingly, CNGE shall act as the Authorizing Offcial for MIAr travei in Federal
status by Army National Guard general oficers or Air National Guard general afficers
using Ay MiAi for OSA missions.

5. MilAir Travel in Non-Federal Status. The National Guard, unless Federafized, is a

state organization. Members of the National Guard, unless called o ordered to Active
Duty under Title 10, USC, are under the command and control of state authorities. In
kegping with the spirt of the above references and as a candiion for use of MIArfor
OSA suppor, the Adjutants General are designated as Authorizing Officials for Army
National Guard general officers, of their Stats, requesting OSA MilAir travel, The
Adjutant General's Authorizing Official authority and pracedures apply to Alr Natianal
Guard general officers, of their State, when requesiing OSA support. This authority
may not be delegated. Adjutants General, for travel in non-Federal status, may
approve thei own travel,

6. The Amy OSA request form at Encl 2 will be used to document ail Amny National
Guard general officer OSA MilAir trave requests and Air National Guard general officer
MiAi travet requests for OSA support. This form includes all requirements defineated
by the refarenced policies and procedures. This form will be filsd and maintained in the
Amny State OSA validator's office for two years after the approval date.

7. Paragraph 11 of the Amy OSA request form will be signed by the appropriate
Authotizing Officlal. Paragraph 12 of the Amy OSA request form will be signed by
the TAG if iravefing, or the senior National Guard general officer traveling, The senior
official's signature authority may not be delegated.

8. MilAi requests for personnet {0-6) or equivalent and below) wil be processed for
approval as outined n Chapter 3, AR 95-3, Aviation: General Frovisions, Traning,
Standardization and Resource Management, 27 September 1990, and the Operatianal
Support Aiflft Guide, 1 April 1994, with changes 1 thru 4,
